RESOLUTION SUPPORTING THE CREATION AND PARTICIPATION IN THE CENTRAL NEW YORK INTERMUNICIPAL STORMWATER COALITION

Ms. Zambrano asked Brenda Colella and Tony Rivizzigno if they wanted to talk about the resolution in support of creation and participation in the Central NY Intermunicipal Stormwater Coalition. 
Mr. Rivizzigno explained that this is a coalition that has existed and we have an opportunity to join in the coalition.  There is a relatively long resolution which everyone should have a copy of.  It says that the Town of Cicero supports the creation on an Intermunicipal Stormwater Coalition comprised of designated MS4 communities in Central NY. By adoption of this resolution, it acknowledges participation in said coalition as described in Attachment A.  I think that Wayne Dean is our Stormwater Officer and has been involved in this. Clay is in it as well as other towns.  The idea is to streamline all of the activity, so that the towns do it together as opposed to individually, making it more efficient.  If the town chooses to participate, there is no financial obligation and they would only be participating and should designate someone to be our representative.  My suggestion would be to have Wayne continue in that capacity.   
Ms. Boyke asked Wayne if he was comfortable with that.
Wayne Dean – Yes, I have attended meetings in the past. 

Ms. Zambrano asked Wayne if he thought we should go forward with this. 

Wayne Dean explained that this is in the beginning stages and felt the town should stay involved and to learn about it in order to determine if it is going to be a benefit to the town. 

Ron DeTota agreed with Wayne and stated that right now it’s a gathering of interest seeing who will be interested in this coalition.  The idea is to have a group that would have more of a speaking voice with the DEC and the EPA.  As these rules are mandated to the towns, villages and people who live in NY State, they will have a greater voice to impact changes so that it’s not as severe or not as cumbersome or financially offsetting for the communities.  There is no financial obligation other than the obligation of time. The resolution calls for the attendance of one meeting per month at this time, but, no capital costs.  I think at this time, it is a good thing to cautiously approach.  

Mr. Corl – I think in the past we didn’t have too much to say about the new regulations pertaining to SPDES or MS4 so, collectively as a group, we could be heard a little bit louder, prior to implementation to some of those regulations. 

Ron DeTota – That is a very fair and accurate statement.  They have found that Monroe County in Rochester has been very active in forming their coalition and they have many counties involved. They carry a greater speaking voice to the state.  When the DEC solicits comments and opinions, theirs are weighed heavily and we’re hoping the same thing can exist for central NY.

PRESENTATION FROM THE CANTEEN 

Stephanie Bailey gave a presentation regarding the CanTeen and their events which includes hosting a spaghetti dinner twice a year at the Senior Center to raise funds for their center’s expenses. They also hosted the fun zone and the Cicero and North Syracuse Festival to raise funds as well. The Selkirk Shores camping trip was completely planned by a group of teens and 40 people went for the weekend and we’re hoping for a bigger turn out this year which will be at the end of April.  Stephanie stated that she loves going to the CanTeen and the communication she has with others and thanked everyone for their support. 

Melissa Cross stated that CanTeen youth volunteered at the Pooches in the Park event and sent participants to the Teen Institute for a 3 day Leadership Conference. They also have a pre-teen summer camp which was planned by CanTeen kids that includes 9 pre-teens and 4 teens that will spend a week together. Melissa likes to go to the CanTeen as it is her second home and she loves it and thanked everyone for their support. 

Matthew Cruse stated that he loves to go to the CanTeen because it is a place where he can be himself and make new friends and meet new people.  He has been going there since May of 2007 and appreciated all the support. 

Dan Northrup stated that there have been 27 field trips and he has been taken to places that he may never have been able to go to. They make desserts at Meals on Wheels once a month. He loves to go to the CanTeen as it is a nice place to go since he moved here.   
Jennifer stated they have been scheduling their summer schedule and are nearly done. Plans consist of going to the Museum of Science, the Museum of Glass, the movies, a Drive-in Movie, Putt Putt Golf and going to beaches. They are planning 3 field trips a week this year as opposed to 4 and it is a lot of fun. 
Jody Rogers – Sue Jordan is the President of the Friends of the CanTeen which is the non profit organization responsible for raising a minimum of $20,000.00 and upwards of $30,000.00 to $40,000.00 per year for the CanTeen.  She does a great job, lives in the town and is a great supporter of the kids. 

Jody stated that Warren Darby is also on the Youth Board and Friends of the CanTeen as well.   

APPROVAL OF THE CONTRACT DOCUMENTS FOR 

WALLINGTON MEADOWS, SECTION 7 SUBDIVISION

Ron Detota, C & S Engineers, recused himself from this project and introduced James Fensken from Bryant & Associates who is the alternate engineer for the town.  

Mark Dadey with C & S Engineers gave a power point presentation for Wallington Meadows Section 7 as follows:

Wallington Meadows is located west of Whiting Road. Twenty years ago the preliminary plat subdivision was approved by the Town of Cicero Planning Board and since that approval six sections have been constructed. The section being discussed now is Section 7.   The overall development within the infrastructure has remained identical to what was previously approved for the overall development.  41 lots are proposed for Wallington Meadows, Section 7 and Section 8 will be the last section in the subdivision plat. 

An overview was given of the drainage in Section 7. There is an existing stormwater facility located in the easement held by the NYS Power Authority that divides the entire subdivision. The stormwater management facilities were designed to accommodate the complete build out of the overall Wallington Meadows subdivision that was previously approved by the Planning Board, which included Wallington Meadows, Section 7.   

The site is very well drained and we propose to put in stormwater infrastructure throughout the roadways.  All of the drainage for this project in Wallington Meadows, Section 7 is going to be discharged into the existing stormwater management facility that I just mentioned.  

Basically, the utility plan includes storm sewers, sanitary sewers, water mains, and all of these utilities will be constructed to service the 41 proposed lots and have been designed in accordance with the town’s standards. 

I would like the board to be aware that we have given Contract Drawings and stormwater pollution prevention plans and a set of drainage calculations that we prepared for the project to James Fensken last week. He did a thorough review and got back to us with a comment letter and we have addressed all of his comments and have given him a revised set of Contract Drawings, stormwater prevention plans and drainage calculations. We are seeking approval on this project.                 

Ms. Boyke – Basically, we’re looking at your site plan that has been before the Planning Board and nothing has changed. 
Mark Dadey – The overall plan was approved by the Planning Board some twenty years ago.  Section 7 is a part of that overall plan. Since we’re not changing anything on Section 7 as it is similar to what was on the overall plan. We’re seeking contract drawing approval and then we’re going back to the Planning Board for plat approval.

Ms. Boyke asked James Fensken if he reviewed this.

James Fensken – Yes, I have reviewed the plans and compared them to what was originally proposed and it is consistent to what was originally proposed.  Everything they have shown on the plans is consistent with town standards and regulations. 

Mr. Corl asked James Fensken for a copy of the comments that were provided. 

James Fensken provided a copy.  

Mr. Corl – Have all of your comments been addressed?

James Fensken – Yes, and we are just clarifying the plans, making sure that certain items are shown to make the drawings more complete and contain enough information, so that if someone should  have a question, it can be answered.  .

Ms. Zambrano asked if the section was R-10.

Mr. Corl asked if they will do the inspections, after it goes through the Planning Board and that phase of it all. 

Ms. Boyke – The Planning Board goes through O’Brien & Gere.

Mr. Corl – So, you’re not going to have a part of the approval.

James Fensken – No

Ms. Zambrano asked Wayne Dean if he had any comments.

Wayne Dean stated that he has not been in the loop on this at all and has not seen the drawings or any letters. 

Mr. Corl asked Wayne, if he would like to have an opportunity to do this.

Wayne Dean – It seems like my office should have received something, so that we could look at it and see if there is anything we need to say.  We should have a copy of that information for our files for the future. 

Ms. Zambrano stated that she wanted to be sure that Wayne has all of the paperwork and that this could be taken up at the next meeting. 

Ms. Boyke asked if there would be an issue with that. She also stated that providing Wayne with the paperwork would give him the opportunity to review the information prior to the board approving the site plan. 

Mark Dadey agreed that Wayne should look at it and apologized for not getting the drawings to him, but, would like contingent approval. 

Mr. Corl asked if Mark would mind waiting until the next meeting in two weeks. 

Mark Dadey – The developer is looking to break ground.

Ms. Boyke invited Tom Mafrici, Town Historian to give a presentation.

He spent 86 years of his life in Cicero at the four corners and I have spent two hours with him and will probably spend another 6 hours with him.  I have other people on my personal list that I want to get to and want to get to the oldest and wisest individuals first and move down to those who are less old.  It is very interesting.  I don’t know what I’m going to do with all of this, but, will have hours and hours of interviews. At this time, I’m not sure, what I’m going to do with it, but I am just concerned with getting it down and getting it recorded and put on CD’s.  We will deal with how I’m going to handle it, later on. I haven’t really thought about how we’re going to use it yet as there is plenty of time to do that. 

Ms. Zambrano asked if Tom would come back at the end of the year to tell everyone how it went.

Tom Mafrici stated that he could do that, but, hasn’t done anything with editing.  He bought a new camera at his expense that would be suitable for doing interviews with an external microphone.  He hasn’t tried to edit it or to see how to edit it.  He needs to learn how to do it.  He will need to buy a computer program and learn how to do it.  At some point I am going to have to edit these down.  I could prepare a presentation within a month or so of the interviews. 

Ms. Boyke – Take your time with it, but, at some point by the end of the year, we would love to see or hear what you have accomplished. 

Tom Mafrici – I would love to show it to you.         

Motion was made by Ms. Boyke, seconded by Mr. Conway, to authorize the Supervisor to execute the Town Historian Agreement for 2010 as approved at the Organizational Meeting.

AUTHORIZATION FOR ISSUANCE OF REQUEST FOR PROPOSAL FOR DRAINAGE MAINTENANCE WORK 
Ron DeTota explained that this is a proposal to take the current drainage maintenance contract that the town has and to modify it so it’s more beneficial to the town. It is my understanding that it has been a frustration on the town’s part to try to get the three appointed contractors part of this current contract to act on some of the smaller drainage problems and concerns that the town has. 

Wayne Dean – That’s a fair assessment. 

Ron Detota explained that they would like to modify this contract to actually prioritize through consultation with Town Officials, Department Heads, Highway Superintendent, areas that need to be corrected to mitigate current bad drainage situations.  By prioritizing these problems and coming up with a list, the town could then proceed in an orderly fashion to eliminate, starting with the top and going to the bottom with these projects, one at a time. The way to modify this contract would be to assign a dollar figure to it. This would tell the contactor who is putting a bid in on this project, how much money is involved. The way it is now, is open ended and is a unit price. The person who submits a bid on this doesn’t know if it’s a $10,000.00 project, or $100,000.00 or $200,000.00 project. By coming up with an agreed upon minimal amount and the closer you can come, the better price we feel you will receive.  If it exceeds that, then the town is in the position to exercise that right.  By the developer having a designated figure, they can bid the project and come up with a better unit price for the materials and labor costs because they will know what that cash flow is going to be.  The town can also know what projects will be done in that year and what it will cost.  By modifying this, the town can benefit from this change.  Our scope of services will provide for the modification of this document and to present it to the board for consideration and to identify what those prices are and finalizing that document, putting it out to bid and assisting with the awarding of that bid to the qualified low bidder of that contract. 

Mr. Corl asked Wayne Dean to discuss the issues he’s been having with the current setup.

Wayne Dean explained that the way the current contract is set up is that there are three designated bidders that he can go to. Last year he went to the three and asked them to come out and give him a price and two of them didn’t show up, so I only had one. So, that only gave him one person.  He thought that by doing this, you would be identifying the project upfront and the bidder knows how much work he will have during the year. It would be a pretty substantial bid so he’d be interested in it.  We’re looking in the neighborhood of setting it at $120,000.00 to $150,000.00, so you would get a larger company bidding on it.  The only down side to this that I can see, is that a lot of the smaller work that the larger contactors wouldn’t be interested in, has to be made part of this.  Somewhere there needs to be a penalty clause that if they do not respond and get things done within a certain amount of time, then we would have to throw it out and go to the next bidder or re-bid it. 

Ms. Zambrano – The RFP would state that it would address all drainage work for that year. 

Wayne Dean – I would hope so. It’s one thing to say it in the RFP but, it has to say it in the contract. 

Ron DeTota – That’s part of our proposal to prepare that preliminary document. Certainly, those considerations will be incorporated into this document. 

Mr. Conway asked if this will be opened to all bidders.

Wayne Dean – It will be advertised and anyone who wants to bid it can. 
Mr. Conway – You aren’t going to have it restricted?

Ron DeTota – No, it will be wide open and certainly will qualify those individuals. 

Mr. Conway – They will need a Certificate of Insurance. 

Ron DeTota - Certainly, they would need insurance to see that they are covered and the town is covered and a whole list of items.

Ms. Zambrano asked if these requirements will be advertised.

Ron DeTota – The advertisement will advertise the document for review for bidding purposes and within that document those requirements and qualifications will be contained.   We would have Tony go over this to make sure that legal is okay with that and that it has this board’s approval. 

Ms. Zambrano explained that we have a proposal from C & S to prepare this RFP, to review it, and let the bidders come in and make recommendations as to who the town should select in conjunction with our own staff.      

Motion was made by Ms. Zambrano, seconded by Mr. Jennings, to authorize C & S Engineers to prepare the specifications for the RFP for a drainage facility maintenance contract for the lump sum not to exceed $3,775.00.

APPROVAL OF INTERMUNICIPAL AGREEMENT WITH VILLAGE OF NORTH SYRACUSE FOR SHARED CODE ENFORCEMENT SERVICES

Discussion:

Ms. Boyke stated that this Intermunicipal Agreement with the Village of North Syracuse, for shared Codes Enforcement Services was discussed at the last meeting and we have had a lot of discussions with the Village of North Syracuse and Mayor Browning. Wayne has been involved with this and because we all will benefit from this. We are in the process as are other towns and villages, of sharing services because of the constraints of our budgets now and North Syracuse being a Village within the Town of Cicero, pays taxes to the Town of Cicero.  

Wayne Dean stated that it will be a benefit to both of us. Originally, we tried to provide them with a person part time and it didn’t work out. Right now I am assisting the Mayor in trying to identify an individual that they could hire part time.  There seems to be a couple of qualified individuals out there that seem to be pretty good, though they haven’t been interviewed yet.  Once that person is on board part time, I would basically, be overseeing them and assisting them as they need it, depending on their qualifications and experience. The two people I spoke with today each have been Codes Officer’s with the city and have had over ten years of experience. I feel this is the type person they need to

 to help them get out of the bind that they are in.
Ms. Boyke – Our support, would be your doing the inspections.

Wayne Dean – Yes and that would be dependent upon the qualifications of the person that they hire.  If they hire someone who is qualified then they could do that themselves and we could assist them on the days, that they aren’t there or how the work schedule is set up.  If they don’t have somebody who is certified to do the inspections, we could do all of them.  We have been doing them for about a month now and it isn’t overloading our office. 

Ms. Boyke – The revenue that would come into the town is $2,000.00 per month.  Is that correct?

Wayne Dean – It would be $2,000.00 a month to cover my work. That’s up in the air, and depends on the number of hours of work we’re spending on that. In addition to that, they are reimbursing the town $50.00 per inspection.  
Mr. Corl – The village will compensate us $2,000.00 and in their list there are approximately 14 different items that we’re going to be responsible for. Are you comfortable that you have enough people in your office to make sure we can fulfill the obligation?  Also, once North Syracuse gets someone on board, do we anticipate continuing?  

Wayne Dean – We’re setting this up for 6 months and it will be evaluated after that. 

Mr. Conway asked Wayne if he would be working out of his office here, or at there location.

Wayne Dean stated he would be working from the Town of Cicero office, but, will go there on a regular basis. 

Mr. Corl – It sounds like a good opportunity.

Mr. Conway – I think we should try it for 6 months.

Motion was made by Ms. Boyke, seconded by Ms. Zambrano, to approve an Intermunicipal Agreement with the Village of North Syracuse for shared Code Enforcement Services and to authorize the Supervisor to execute the necessary paperwork.

PUBLIC INPUT
Lori Sager stated that the subdivision for Wallington Meadows was done 20 years ago and didn’t recall Section 7 was approved at all, but, was proposed in front of the Planning Board. There was no discussion about Section 7 because it was so far in the future. I heard that the 41 lots are going to be R10 and I recall that the town was going to decrease using R10 lots because of the congestion it causes. Where are they getting there approvals for an R10 lot?  Secondly, 20 years later there is a lot more traffic and I’m wondering if a traffic study would be required for 41 lots?  It’s close to Whiting, Lakeshore and South Bay Roads. 

Mr. Conway – We took R8 out of the code.  That was the smallest lot we had years ago and we put R10 in, which went to 75 ft. frontage instead of 55 ft.  We have changed one aspect of it. 

Lori Sager – The town is allowing R10’s?

Mr. Conway – Everything is R10 in the town now.

Lori Sager - I thought they were going to make everything R12 lots, but, if R10 fits within the code, I have no problem with it. I don’t recall it being approved 20 years ago.

Mr. Conway – 20 years ago it would have had to have been R8, which has been changed to R10. 

Wayne Dean – R10 is basically, 10,000 square feet.  

Jeff  Pyle – Seaway Navigation stated he was trying to find out what is going on with the permit requirements and code requirements for holding a festival down at the Riverfront Park.  I met with the Town Supervisor on February 10th and some other folks were in attendance.  At that time, everything seemed to be ok. We are getting requests in from vendors and we have to put them on hold because we still don’t know what permits or fees are going to be required.  I understand that there is a new town law that has been put into place. I have called some of the vendors who have replied and their thought is if they have to go through a background check and pay this fee or that, they aren’t going to come. I’ve spoken with the folks at the Chamber of Commerce and their feeling is that they have to do the same thing with the vendors and will have to move them to the other side of the river.  We’re all trying to figure out what is going on with the new fees and requirements for temporary establishments like festivals, fireworks, etc.  Is there, or is there not, specific requirements for vendors of food and arts and crafts?  If there is, please specify that.  

Mr. Rivizzigo – There is.
Ms. Boyke asked Mr. Pyle if he had a proposal of everything he was planning on doing at this festival that he is having. 
Mr. Pyle explained that they have met with Ms. Boyke and the Police Chief, Parks Department and other folks were there and they outlined it and everyone there seemed to be in agreement. If you want a written outline, that is no problem at all. 

Ms. Boyke – I would like to see that because of everything that is going to be involved for that day.  I would also like a list of the vendors and types of vendors. 

Mr. Pyle – The vendors come in and go away everyday, so how often do you want that update?

Ms. Boyke stated she just wants a general idea of what Mr. Pyle was proposing for the day and if any of the revenue that is going to be generated is that going to go to any part of the Brewerton Revitalization?

Mr. Pyle explained that they are charging $40.00 per vendor to come in and it is going to be used for advertising of this festival and to rent stages and generators and to pay bands to come in.  Once the expenditures have been outlined, any money that has been left over may be donated to the fire department, the CanTeen or the fireworks crews.  His company will walk away with a zero gain from this. If there is a kitty set aside for Brewerton Revitalization, that’s not a problem.  He welcomed a committee being formed for their input and support. 

Ms. Boyke asked if the Brewerton Revitalization and the Chamber of Commerce were involved in this as well.  

Mr. Pyle stated that all the members of the Chamber of Commerce received a flyer asking them to participate, but they are not kicking in money.  I am not on the Revitalization Committee, but if they are interested in throwing their hat in for whatever dollars that are left over, they can. The sooner we can get the Hamlet revitalized, the better off we’re all going to be.      

Ms. Boyke agreed, but, part of that is revenue. 

Ms. Zambrano asked for the name of his not for profit organization.

Mr. Pyle – If we stay on the Brewerton side, it’s the Brewerton Canal Base and Blessing of the Fleet.

Ms. Zambrano – This started as your company. 

Mr. Pyle – Yes, but, the people who come into Brewerton will experience what’s down there. 

Ms. Boyke – When you talk about the Waterfront, it’s over the bridge. 

Mr. Pyle – You have DG’s and that’s where we get our dinners from. It isn’t up to me to start building interest down there, but my wife and I are we’re trying to do this.  

Ms. Boyke stated that they have a meeting scheduled for the 31st. 

Mr. Pyle stated that they had a meeting scheduled for today, but, he had to cancel it due to a meeting he had with the Coast Guard, the FCC and the Army Corp of Engineers and that he contacted Ms. Boyke’s office.

Ms. Boyke asked Mr. Pyle to bring his proposal with him on the 31st, to show her exactly what he is planning to do and that Tony and I will speak with you after, regarding our permits. 

Mr. Corl – You are an independent businessman, who is spearheading a project.

Ms. Zambrano – Is this your first attempt?

Mr. Pyle explained that this is their first attempt here and the date is June 19th.  They have done this in several other places and this is the first place, where they have run into a stone wall.

Ms. Boyke – This is no stone wall, we’re looking for information.
Mary Jo Hoover suggested that the take out restaurants in the Brewerton Revitalization area provide picnic tables for people to sit to eat.  [image: image1.emf]
In response to Mary Jo Hoover’s question, Wayne Dean stated there are 3 parcels located south of the old Hanson house down to White’s Auto. I do not know the status of Childtime.  

Mary Jo asked if GC would allow for a sidewalk.

Wayne Dean – That has been discussed when the Credit Union came before the Planning Board and the sidewalk will be extended along Route 11.

Mary Jo asked what the allowable lot coverage is for GC Zoning. 

Wayne Dean – I don’t have my book with me, but, you can call me tomorrow. 

Ms. Zambrano asked Mary Jo, what Ellen said to her regarding the property behind Noel Road being graded higher.  

Mary Jo Hoover stated that she said it was going be 6 ft. higher than the residential area.

The last time I spoke with Ellen, she had all of the maps out and that they are graded so that they are going to be 6 ft. higher than the residential properties. 

Ms. Zambrano asked if they will extend that berm.
Mary Jo Hoover – We were thinking it was going to extend that property, but, now it isn’t going to be a berm according to some sources.  Mary Jo asked Wayne Dean if he had any information on that.

Wayne Dean explained that he wasn’t here when that was done and wasn’t involved in that personally. I haven’t gone through the site plan that is in the office in detail. When the back is developed they will have to come back for site plan approval.  Things will be addressed at that time.           

Mary Jo Hoover – When they mitigated the wetland off site they brought all these dump trucks to the grassy service area right behind the houses and kicked up a dust storm. They were taking dump truck after dump truck out, trying to mitigate wetlands for Ducks Unlimited off 481. There are geese swimming in the new wetland that they created and they stay there until it gets dry.  

Ms. Zambrano the 3 outparcels will be discussed at the April 14, 2010 meeting. 

Mr. Corl stated that he received a letter from the developer of SEAYCO wanting to know the specific issues relative to some promises that were not kept and they were asked to contact the Planning Board Chairman relative to getting all of the information a head of time, so that we can have a public hearing where all of the residents concerns can be addressed. 
Ms. Zambrano – Who did you get the letter from?
Mr. Corl – Mr. Marzullo forwarded it to me and I believe it was addressed to him.  

Tim Murphy, Noel Road read the following:

Tim gave the board a copy of a letter inserted above dated March 22, 2004 from the DEC.  On pages 2, 6, 7, and 9 there are areas of contention. One of the biggest problems over there is that people worry about being flooded. They filled in 6 to 8 feet lower in elevation and expected the 220 acres to drain through the Reis Drive culvert. The impervious surface is really going to make it hard for them to stop water from coming to Reis, Noel and Glendora as they are 6 feet high. I was wondering if you could look this over and see what you can do with 6, 7 and 9.  I also have a question regarding the April 19, 2004 Planning Board Meeting, page 16.  At the bottom of the page the engineer noted that the DEC had some comment relative to storm water design and providing more protection than what was previously proposed. The DEC has required legally binding maintenance agreements to be executed with the Town of Cicero, which is something the Town Board would have to approve.  Did the town do that?  It means a lot to us to see if it was protected if WalMart did leave.  If the sub-developers left, who would be responsible for that?   They are trying to do a detention/retention drainage system for 220 acres and when it flooded across Route 11, we realized that we had problems downstream.  If they do, Phase II, we’re going to take on water and that is one of the contentious reasons why we’ve been here for five years.    
Mr. Corl asked if the Planning Board Chairman has been in touch with him.
Tim Murphy – Yes, I talked with him two days ago and intend to get in touch with the attorney in Rochester.  I thought I’d send him the unapproved minutes, so he would have the issues that were brought up tonight.   

Ms. Zambrano – Tim this letter refers to Cicero Market. 

Tim Murphy – Yes, Cicero Market is the same and SEAYCO is the sub-developer for Cicero Market for WalMart.  

Ms. Zambrano – This refers to the whole Wal Mart issue. 

Tim Murphy – Yes, and we don’t know if any of the stuff on that list was taken care of.  It’s out of my league, but, I do know they flooded over Route 11, which was a serious issue and its draining all the way over to Taft Road from that same culvert which is a relatively large drainage area.   

Ms. Zambrano explained that this was the first time she has looked at this letter and it talks about the fact that they failed to establish the required buffers. 

Tim Murphy stated that this hasn’t been done in seven years.
Kristin Stanton, Sienna Drive stated her concerns about the fees being charged by the Parks & Recreation for the extended day care program.  Last year the fees were raised considerably and we were told that there were going to be some changes in the programs and we saw no changes to the program as they used the same themes, games, crafts.  Tonight, they stated they weren’t here to make more money and I just want to make sure of that. I can send my child to the North Syracuse program as a non resident for less than I can send my child to the Cicero program as a resident.  I appreciate that you are trying to accommodate people who work, by implementing the extra time and hours, but, for those parents who don’t work, the large fees are too expensive to send their child there.  Keep in mind, when children are kept involved in activities like Parks & Recreation and the CanTeen, they are less likely to be involved in negative activities.  I would like the board to make sure that they keep the fees as low as possible, so that all people are able to participate. 
Mr. Corl asked Jody to address the fees from last year as to the increase and the county’s requirements, pertaining to training etc.
Jody Rogers stated that she has spoken with a couple of parents and Mrs. Stanton has a similar comment. We were in a transition last year from a playground program to a day camp program, which is now regulated by the State of NY Health Department. The fee increase is due to the amount of supervision that is required for the program which went from a ratio of 20 to 25 children to one and which was 12 to 1. The increase in the cost of that program is borne by the number of staff required by the State Health Department regulations. We would have loved to have kept it a playground program but, every other program within the County has gone to a day camp. The Village of North Syracuse sets their fees based on their board and I’m not sure what their fees will be this year.  Our fee is borne is based on the requirement of the previous board. We cover our costs and that is all we do.  If we make any additional funds it isn’t anything that is outrageous. We are very cognizant of the costs to allow children into these programs. The majority of our parents are working parents now and when we looked at the cost of day care and our day camp program, at $55.00 to $60.00 a week we found that it was a substantial increase from the prior year, when it was a playground program.  At $55.00 a week to have children for 6 hours is a very great program in relation to what the cost for day care is.  The program was in transition last year and we did take that under advisement from the parents that I’ve spoken with, as recent as last week.  We will do a better job of creating a better program for the children this year and the majority of our cost is for staff. 

Mr. Corl explained that the cost went up due to another state regulation.  This program ran for several years and never had a problem. We have had fantastic feedback from the residents.  Once again, the state came in and said we have to have more staffing which increased our costs.  I know that is a concern and we weren’t happy about that.
Jody Rogers – I have been here for 23 years and we have actually run a program for 22 years under the same auspices as if it were a day camp. The regulations for day camp         
say that it is for over four hours of program time.  There are a couple of requirements and once you go into that domain, you become a day camp and you are regulated. Some of the requirements include background checks on personnel, CPR and First Aid training for staff and the requirement that a nurse or doctor must be available within a certain distance, as well as an ambulance service. All of those things are taken into consideration and we are investigated at least at a minimum of twice a year.   It wasn’t our decision to change the playground to day camp but, we want to be able to allow as many children in our program as possible. Once this county started moving in that direction, it was only a matter of time before they came to Cicero and said that we had to become a day camp.  My worry was that we would have set up a program as a playground program and the Health Department would have come knocking on our door and say we’re a day camp and then not have set the fee to cover the cost.  We would have either cancelled the program, or go to a day camp without assessing a fee to cover the cost.  This previous board told us that if we were going to be part of that program, it would have to be covered by the fees as the town residents will not cover the fees.  We were pro active but, unfortunately, some parents didn’t approve of the increased fee. We have also been pro active in meeting with the county, prior to our summer brochure going out and setting our fee to cover our costs to be in line with the day camp.  Unfortunately, it wasn’t advertised and we really didn’t have the time to get the word out prior to last summer.  Our summer brochure should be available by the beginning of April this year.  Again, our program was in transition and I admit that it wasn’t exactly what we wanted it to be last year because of the transition, but, we will be on our game this year for that program.  I would appreciate any comments form any of the parents.  We have an open door and we will do whatever we can to improve the program.  

Mr. Corl – These regulations are put in place without the town’s input.

Jody Rogers – Yes 

Ms. Boyke – It is my understanding that in Oswego County the Central Square School District area has closed all of their after school and daytime programs and they are scrambling to find particular programs for their children right now and are coming to the Town of Cicero.                    

Jody Rogers – It’s a difficult situation for all parents. I would love to offer a program for free and have every child.  I agree totally with what that mom just said.  If we can keep our children active and involved, then Joe Snell and his crew doesn’t have to be involved and it is a less expense to the overall community and society. The problem is that it doesn’t come cheap.  The cost of staff and the cost of the requirements are borne by the participant and it is not subsidized by the town anymore.  It has been in the years past, but, not within the last ten years and it was a substantial increase last year.   

Board Comments 

Mr. Conway asked if they were going to look into the Local Law regarding vendor/soliciting licenses.  Are we going to change this?   

Ms. Boyke – Yes, we are in the process of looking into it.  Brenda has taken on that challenge and is working on it as we speak. 

Mr. Jennings stated that he had the opportunity to attend a meeting a couple of weeks ago and wanted to point out that Jody does an excellent job in the position that she has.  She gave me a cover sheet and I would like to read something.

Under Jody’s staff, she has 10 parks, 4 recreation centers, 2 historical sites, 6 cemeteries, 3 park n rides, the town hall, and 6 leagues that she’s working with, being Little League, Soccer and Pop Warner.  This is being accomplished by 4 full time and 5 seasonal employees, under Jody.  I think that speaks a lot for Jody and the Parks and Recreation Department. She’s doing the best she can.  

Mr. Corl explained that he participated in the Mayors for Meals along with the Supervisor and other Board Members.  It’s a great organization that provides hot meals to  those who aren’t able, or who just want to be provided a healthy nutritious meal.  Of the folks we interacted with today, it is one of the highlights of their day to be able to chat with somebody.       

Ms. Zambrano stated that it was a privilege to participate and her job was to deliver meals along with Jim.  I was assigned the longest route and was the last one back. There were 186 people who received meals and all of those meals were delivered by volunteers. We went today, but, this work couldn’t be done without the volunteers who get very little recognition.  They do this every day, in terrible weather to those who depend on them. It is a very valuable service and I wish I could do more of that. 
Mr. Corl – Judy and Lynn were actually in the kitchen and kept me out. 
Ms. Boyke stated that it is very impressive to see how Meals on Wheels starts from people knowing their jobs and preparing each food. There are so many special diets that are prepared for people who are diabetics or for folks who can’t have sweets or salt. The volunteers work in an assembly line and the meals are categorized and labeled. The volunteers are there on a regular basis and it is amazing.  I would encourage people to volunteer as it is a wonderful feeling.   

There being no further business before the board, the meeting was adjourned at 8:40 p.m.
